Essay Question Options—Pick ONE:

Give specific examples of art, literature, architecture, philosophy, etc. to support your points. Be precise and refer to particular objects (include titles and artists or authors), people, etc. Discuss specific elements of your examples to prove your points.
A. Protestants in the North and Catholics in the South of Europe had very different ideas about the Church and what it meant to be a good Christian. Compare and contrast these ideas. Refer to the important thinkers, writers and artists and their works.
B. Compare the Baroque art and architecture of the Counter-Reformation in the South of Europe with the Aristocratic/Classical Baroque style of Louis XIV's absolutist state. Refer to specific examples of architecture and artwork and discuss their features. 

C. Works of art serve important purposes in their societies. Give one example of a work (painting, music, architecture or literature) from each the following six societies and/or periods and explain its function within that society: African Art, Maya/Inka/Aztec Art, Protestant Reformation (North), Catholic Reformation (Mannerism), Catholic Reformation (Italian baroque), and Aristocratic Style.  Discuss the work in detail and explain how it reflects the ideas/values/tendencies of the culture that made it. Six artworks total. 
D) A number of artists, writers and thinkers address the idea of a new world. In some cases this is a real place (as in Cortès or Ibn Battuta's writings), in others it is imaginary (as in Thomas More).  Discuss how, by looking at these works about "another world", we can better understand the cultures that made them.

There are a lot of names. You do not have to memorize them all!

You are allowed a list of works of art/literature/architecture/etc.
