Here are some answers to some Frequently Asked Questions:

Q. Where are we going again?
A. The Montreal Museum of Fine Arts on Sherbrooke St. 
Q. What is the assignment?
A. The assignment (worth 10%) will be posted on the class website and/or handed out when we go to the museum.

Q. What if I can't go on Saturday to meet with you?
A. You can go on your own (take some pictures in front of the building to prove you really went). Museum is open until 5pm Tues.-Sun.
Q. How do I get there?
A. I have attached a file with directions, a map, and even a little drawing of the building. 

Q. How much does it cost?
A. The museum is free. You are responsible for your own transportation.
Q. Can I bring a friend?
A. That's a great idea.

Q. Can I take pictures?
A. Yes, but you MUST turn off the flash. (And if a guard asks you to refrain from taking pictures, listen to him/her!)
Q. Anything else I need to know?
A. Museum rules: be polite, calm and quiet, never touch the art, avoid leaning on the walls or display cases, bring a pencil and notebook/clipboard to take notes, if you bring a backpack you will be asked to put it in the coat check (which is free).

HOW TO GET TO THE MUSEUM OF FINE ARTS

BUS/METRO: 

-Take the 411 or 211 from John Abbott to Lionel-Groulx (it is the end of the route). 

-Get on the metro and take the GREEN LINE to Guy-Concordia Metro (2 stops). 

-Exit the metro and walk one block North (it is slightly uphill) to Sherbrooke St.  

-Turn right on Sherbrooke and walk east about 2 blocks.

BY CAR: Take Highway 20 East to Montreal. Continue on the 720. Take Exit 3 for Guy Street. Turn right on Rene-Levesque Street. Turn left on Guy St. Turn right on Sherbrooke St. The Museum is on Sherbrooke between Bishop and Crescent.

PARKING: Parking downtown can be tricky. If you park at a meter on the street it is $3/hour. You can use a credit card to pay.  There are also some lots marked with a P on the map above which are suggested as possibilities by the museum. Leave a little extra time for finding a spot.
